WHY BLOOD TEST FOR ALLERGY IS BETTER THAN SKIN PRICK TEST
Blood tests measure the amount of lgE antibody to a specific allergen circulating in he blood. The test is carried 

out on sample of blood, usually taken from a vein in the arm in the usual way. Allergy blood tests look for 

substances in the blood called antibodies. For negative results, the levels of immunoglobulin E(lgE), a type of 

antibody, are the same as in a person who doesnot have allergies. For positives results, the levels of immunoglobu-

lin E (lgE) Antibodies for a particular allergen or group of allergens are above the normal level.
